Benjousky is probably the first
William and Mary Alumnas to have giv-
en up his life in the United States Armed
services, in recent years,” writes Mrs.
Benjousky. Ted was a HKappa Sigma
pledge, and after leaving William and
Mary to jein the Air Corps at Randolph
Field he compiled an excellent record.

From Randolph Field, Lieut. Benjous-
ky went io Kelly Field, where he gradn-
ated in November of 1940 with high hon-

Dr. Steelman, who at present is cnhe
of the highest officials in the Depart-
ment of Labor, has gained a place in
“Who's Who". He has studied at Hen-
derson Brown College, Vanderbilt Uni-
versity, Harvard,
North Carolina; and from these colleges
Dir. Steelman has attained A.B., AM,
Ph.B., and PhD. degreés.

He was Professor of Sociol'ogy and
Economics at Alahama College until
1934 when he began his gervice in his
present position.

In 1936-1937, Dr. Steelman was a spe-
cial assistant to the United States Sec-
retary of Labor.
